
Definitions of Illegally/Improperly 
Equipped Players 

ÅIllegally Equipped:  A player not wearing 
equipment required by rule or wearing an 
item/items not allowed by rule. 

 

ÅImproperly Equipped:  A player wearing legal 
equipment that is being worn incorrectly or 
becomes illegal during play. 

 

 

 



Illegally Equipped Players 

ÅAn illegally equipped player shall be instructed to 
leave the field of play when the ball next ceases 
to be in play. 

ÅPlay shall not be stopped for an infringement of 
this rule except where the referee may stop play 
immediately where there is dangerous situation. 

ÅThe player(s) must be removed and maybe 
replaced at the time of the caution to the coach 
or player(s)

ÅRemember:  The head coach shall receive the first 
caution issued (yellow card) for an illegally 
equipped player.   

ÅAll subsequent cautions (yellow cards) for illegally 
equipped player(s) shall be issued directly to the 
player(s) and not to the head coach. 

ÅThe removed player(s) may re-enter at the next 
legal substitution opportunity only after reporting

Improperly Equipped Players 

ÅCaution will not be issued for improperly 
equipped player(s) 

ÅImproperly equipped player(s) shall be 
instructed to leave the field of play when the 
ball ceases to be in play. 

ÅPlay shall not be stopped for an infringement 
of this rule except that the referee may stop 
play immediately where there is dangerous 
situation.
